In a period
of 8 years, the volume of export rose fivefold and at the end of the first half of 2008, the volume of
the production reached its peak with 1,5 million pieces. At the end of the second half of 2008, as a
result of the global economic recession, it regressed to 1,150 million pieces.

According to the law, a certain
proportion of the sales amount has to be spent for R&D activities. In 2009, 60 R&D centers were put
in service to reduce the impacts of the economic crisis. Thus, automotive sector became the first
Turkish sector for which maximum numbers of R&D centers work.

With its competitiveness, production in accordance with latest technologies, high labor productivity,
high quality of its products, increasing R&D and design activities, Turkey became one of the production
bases and an important automotive market in the world.

And by using the advantages of "High-Quality Concept & High Labor Productivity", Turkey aims
to continue to being the choice of global leading brands' production base and rise the success of its
national brands.

e Turkey is the biggest bus manufacturer and the second largest light commercial vehicle manufacturer
in European Union region.

e Turkey is the 17t biggest manufacturer of automotive supply industry in the world.

e The Turkish vehicle industry has a total production capacity of 1.5 million vehicles, of which 1.3
million (86 %) is for light vehicles (passenger cars, minibuses and pick-ups).
